Goldcoast : What was the first camera that you really 
geeked out on?

Stone : When I first got into this, I was runnin’ 
a borrowed Canon Rebel.  But when I decided I 
wanted to really get after it, I put in extra hours 
pullin’ t-shirts to save some cash for a Canon A2E.  
That thing was he most banger camera that seemed 
attainable.  It had multiple focus points (which was 
super cutting-edge at the time), shot about 5 frames 
per second, and had all kinds of  crazy-tech metering 
options.  But the raddest part was it’s big selling 
gimmick --- eye-controlled focus.  You calibrated the 
viewfinder to your eye, then wherever you looked 
in the frame the autofocus would follow.  Crazy 
shit.  I was so amped on getting this thing, almost 
obsessed.  In reality, when I finally got it in my hands 
the eye-controlled focus didn’t work for shit, and 
after two months of  owning the camera I turned that 
feature off  forever.  But, even without magical eyeball 
following focus, the camera was amazing.  And the 
technology it was running really fueled my passion 
--- I definitely geeked-out on the tech in that thing.  
Even though it was still just a box that held film, the 
promise of  all that technology seemed to make a lot 
of  things I was seeing in magazines become more of  
a reality.  Also, it was pretty massive and official look-
ing with a vertical grip on it, so it helped me weasel 
backstage on multiple occasions and even convinced 
a few girls to take off  their clothes.  I still have it, 
outfitted with a 50mm 1.4, sittin’ and waiting for 
the occasional  day of  random snapping.  The good 
part for the kids is that I remember dropping about 
$1,500 bucks on it 8 years ago, and the average price 
on eBay is about $75 last I checked.  Way more at-
tainable now, and still an amazing camera. 

GC : What camera would you probably use if  you 
weren’t getting paid to shoot?

SS : I’d love to say that I’d run my Hassie full time, 
but that’s really not true.  The costs associated with 
film are hard to justify, even when I’m charging a 
client for it.  I’ve probably got at least 100 rolls of  
undeveloped 35mm and 220 sitting in my fridge as 
I speak, just waiting for me to pony-up the cash to 
process and re-discover shit I’ve forgotten about.  
Realistically, if  I didn’t have the equipment write-off  
goin’ for me, I’d probably just dive in on one of  

the mid-range Canon digi’s.  The newest genera-
tion are finally creating color palettes and a softness 
that didn’t exist in earlier digitals, and it’s finally 
starting to feel like the film that I’ve missed for years. 
Although, with all that said, the idea of  only shooting 
Ilford b&w through a Contax G2 would be pretty 
fuckin’ tempting.

GC : Did skateboarding have a major part in your 
photography? 

SS : Everything’s related.  I’ve always sucked ass at 
skateboarding, but it’s always been a huge part of  
my life.  As cliche as it sounds, I feel like growing 
up in and around skateboarding helped me realize 
that I didn’t need to live my life in traditional roles, 
and that there was a whole universe of  possibilities 
outside of  being just another timeclock punching 
douche.  I never went to school because it bored me 
senseless.  I hated regurgitating information that I 
had no real experience with and hadn’t tested for 
myself...  I’d rather just go skate and snowboard with 
my friends and raise a little hell.  And from early on, 
the desire to document what we were doing started 
to kick in.  It wasn’t til years later that I actually 
started to document in any sort of  successful way, but 
that seed was definitely planted in those early days 
of  shred.

GC : Raddest shoot location you’ve been to?

SS : Any day I get to shoot on the beach is a good 
day.  I don’t care if  it’s La Jolla Cove, Miami or 
Cancun, or if  it’s a cold, rainy day at Lincoln City in 
Oregon.  There’s just something so amazing about 
shooting on the ocean, especially early in the day 
before the haze fully burns off.  Or, I had a job in 
Pittsburgh, PA last year, and that city was surpris-
ingly inspiring - I’d love to get back there eventually 
for a few personal projects.  I got off  the plane half  
expecting everyone to be covered in soot and pulling 
some 8-Mile shit... but, if  NYC and Portland had a 
blue collar love-child, it’d be Pittsburgh... rad city.  
Charleston, SC is a fucking great city, too.  At the 
moment, I’m trying to pitch Iceland to as many 
clients as possible... I’ve never been there, but it looks 
fucking amazing.  Any potential takers, you know 
where to find me

Goldcoast : How did you guys start playing music? 
Mattson 2 : We both started on guitar in junior high.But I 
wasn’t super pumped on learning guitar.

Goldcoast : What influenced you as a kid, I know 
that’s super vague, but think, musicians and bands, 
skateboarders, family, etc.

Andy : My dad, skate boarding, Ed “big daddy” 
Roth, earth crisis, my brother cam.
When i was 4years old my grandma sent me a 
skateboard for x-mas, it was just some junky roller 
derby k-mart thing. She had no idea as to what she 
got me into haha!  i would ride that thing everyday, 
one day i saw this dude skating down the road and 
he did an Ollie....... that was the most amazing this 
i ever saw the board lifted off  the ground with out 
being strapped to he feet. from that point on i knew i 
wanted to be a skateboarder.
       Honestly i have skateboarding to thank for 
everything i am into, at the time it was pretty edgy 
and outside the box to skate. being around that atmo-
sphere as a young child made me question everything 
and try to look at everything from an outsider 
view.  This eventually lead me to get into bands like 
snapcase, earth crisis, and ensign. These bands were 
making music that was so far away from the norm 
and really spoke the truth to me and that really gave 
me a ton of  drive to do my own thing. 
     I also used to be really into building plastic model 
cars when i was a kid. my brother and i would take 
these cars and try to come up with crazy ideas as to 
how to customize them our own way. we would take 
a 55 Chevy nomad wagon cut the roof  off  turn it 
into a truck, wire up some motors and pulleys to act 
as hydraulics, toss on some little Dayton lowrider 
wheels, and there you have it a custom lowrider 
truck. doing all the custom stuff  to these models 
eventually turned my interest to real cars as i grew 
older.

GC : When you got your first motorcycle, what was 
the first project that you set out to tackle?  

A : well on my dirt bike when i was 13 i tore it down 
to the frame and had the frame custom powder 
coated, chromed the pipe, polished the swing arm, 
and put on all new body work. the day i finished 
it i went to test it out and wheelied it over on a hill 
climb and watched it tumble to the bottom of  the 
hill hahah!

as for street bikes, my 74 rd 350 was the first street 
bike i owned.  i had helped build bikes with my 
dad, but the rd was the first i personally owned.  it 

was a basket case when i got it so basically i had 
like 10 boxes filled with random parts and i pieced 
it together...... kinda like doing a puzzle with out a 
knowing what it looks like haha!

GC : What is influencing you today?

A : Anyone who is honestly doing there own thing 
and thinking out side the box. weather its skate-
boarding, custom motorcycles, music, or art  if  you 
can try to do it for your self  and have a reason that 
you do it the way you do it you are in some way 
being revolutionary. When building a bike i try to 
understand why i am doing it the way i am.  I get 
into understanding each part, the history behind why 
it looks the way it does and what its true function is, 
when you break something down like this then you 
can truly understand and improve upon it.

GC : What are some of  the creative outlets you have 
these days?

A : listen to a ton of  audio books, they really make 
my mind grow and think about new avenues. Riding 
my motorcycle really allows me to relax my mind 
and see new places. when traveling on a motorcycle 
there is a realness that cant be achieved in a car or 
airplane. on a cycle you are 6in from the pavement 
doing 90miles per hour, there is a reality, focus, and 
lack of  safety to it that cant be described. Traveling 
to fresh new places lets you see the way that other 
people live and interact which really inspires me me 
to be creative.

GC : Being a man of  many skills, what area do you 
see yourself  focusing over the next 10 years? 

A : I plan to be in the motorcycle industry for quite a 
while, i really feel it lets me create functioning pieces 
of  art and i enjoy the process.  I would really like to 
get back into creating fine art again. furniture design 
has sparked my interests lately too. 

I am sure that in 10 years i will still love to skate, lis-
ten to loud music, get tattooed, ride fast motorcycles, 
and build long low cars... once you get this stuff  in 
your blood you cant get it out!!!!

The Canon AE-1 was introduced in 1976 as an 
inexpensive, easy to use, SLR for the masses. It’s body 
construction featured more plastic pieces than it’s pre-
decessors making it lighter and more portable. When 
first released, it retailed for $630 USD for body and 
50mm lens. We found our AE-1 in a thrift store with 
the original 50mm lens as well as a 85mm 1.8 portrait 
lens, all for $25. A good amount of  the photographs 
in our ads and catalogs are shot with this little gem of  
a camera. The 85mm lens has a very shallow depth 
of  field, and turns backgrounds to watercolor mosaics 
when shot wide open. The shutter release button gives 
a very satisfying click when released, and the film 
advance lever is just as fulfilling.
